MINUTES OF YSBYTY YSTWYTH COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING

HELD MONDAY 16TH APRIL 2012 

Present; Cllr’s Brian Thomas, Chris Pateman, Nick McNally and Gwyneth Davies.

Apologies were received from Cllr’s Sheena Duller and Andra jones.

Members of the public also present were Mr Doug Little and Rupert Allan.

Minutes of the previous meeting were passed as a true record by Cllr Gwyneth Davies and seconded by Cllr Nick McNally.

Matters Arrising;

Cllr nick McNally informed the meeting that he had been in touch with DESH regarding the waste coming up in the road outside Tirnanog.They will be coming out to investigate.

Local Elections; 
Cllr Charles Arch has informed the clerk that he will not be standing for re-election in the forthcoming elections. Cllr Arch has been in poor health recently and felt that he could not commit himself to the role, and that this would be a good time to stand down. 

Unfortunately Cllr Adam Lionel has not returned his electoral papers and is not on the electoral list for Ysbyty Ystwyth. This means he will not be able to stand as a councillor in the local elections. Cllr Lionel needs to fill in and return his election papers. Once this has been done and there is still a vacant seat on the council, Cllr Lionel can be co-opted back on to the Community Council. There is also another vacant seat available. The clerk will check with the County Council what the procedure is.
The Councillors asked that a letter of thanks be sent to Mr Charles Arch for his time on the Community Council.

The chair asked the members of the public if they had any issues they wished to discuss.

Mr Rupert Allan told the committee that he had seen a notice on the red kiosk in Ysbyty Ystwyth with information that the box would be removed in the next 45 days. Mr Allan had been on the internet and was wondering if the Community Council would be interested in purchasing the box for £1.00 form BT as other communities had done so. The clerk informed Mr allan that no correspondence had been received with regard to the movement of this phone box but the one near Bwlchyblaen was to be removed. The clerk suggested that Mr Allan could collect signatures showing interest in keeping the phone box. The clerk will also contact BT.
Mr Allan was also concerned with the development being built opposite his property in Ysbyty Ystwyth; he is concerned with the height of the base slab levels and has been in touch with Ceredigion County Council.

Mr Doug Little informed the councillors that he was not happy with the way planning permission had been granted for a Wind Turbine at Pengwaith. Mr Little was told by the applicant Mr Richard Kemp that he has spoken with his neighbours about the project and had put Mr Little down as objecting to the application. He had also mentioned support from Tawelfan and Maesybeudy, and two properties in Pontrhydygroes. The clerk mentioned that he had not received any planning application for the Turbine, but will contact the planning department of Ceredigion County Council.

There is also concern regarding fly tipping in the mine shaft near Pengwaith. 

A request was received from Llwyncelyn Pontrhydygroes for a dog fouling sign near her property. The clerk will look into this.
Jubilee Celebrations.

The Ystwyth Development Project will be holding a street party in the village hall on Monday 6th June and were asking if the community council would be willing to support the celebrations with a donation. As the clerk is involved in this group and Cllr Pateman has an interest, both left the room. The councillors decided to pay for the hall hire for the day and also assist with the payment for the food.

Correspondence.

Local Access Forum Annual Report.

A copy of the 2011 local Access Forum’s Annual Report was received for our records.

Bank Statements. 

Bank Statements were received for the Community Account; the sum of £2196.69 was in the account at the end of March 2012. There was a sum of £2461.33 in the Business Account. The clerk expressed his concern about the amount of monies in both accounts and this would have to be reduced in the coming financial year.

The councillors suggested the purchase of new notice boards for the community.

Planning Application

A planning application for two dormer dwellings in Ysbyty Ystwyth have been approved .

The next meeting will be the Annual General Meeting held in May.
