MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 20TH MARCH 2017 IN THE VILLAGE HALL
Present; Cllr’s Eifion Smith, Peter White, Christian Pateman, Gwyneth Davies, Ifan Jones Evans, Gary Davies Sheena Duller and Lorraine Sanders.

Also present were Councillor Ifan Davies and PCSO John Evans.

The chairman, Cllr Eifion Smith welcomed Lorraine Sanders on to the community council.
Matters Arising;

Notice board; Cllr Sheena Duller has purchased 4 bags of Postcrete to erect the new notice board at Ysbyty Ystwyth. The notice board needs to be erected as soon as possible.

Fly-tipping; Two fly-tipping signs have been received from Ceredigion County Council and have been erected at two locations in the community these being the disused mineshaft near Pengwaith and the lay-by on the river road. The clerk informed the councillors that NRW want a meeting to discuss how to prevent future fly-tipping.
Dog fouling letter; Copies of a letter asking people to take their dog mess home with them were handed to Cllr Gary Davies to distribute to the residents of Ysbyty Ystwyth. Hopefully this will stop dog walkers allowing their pets to foul the footways in Ysbyty Ystwyth.

PCSO John Evans; PCSO Evans reported that he had received no further reports about the motorbikes using the mines above Pantglas. There were no other crimes to report in the community.

Correspondence;

Water Wheel; Another letter has been received from Pentir Pumlumon, dated 8th March stating that as they have not received any further queries from the community council the Pentir board consider the wheel to  be the responsibility of the community council. This is not the case as the community council have clearly stated in numerous correspondence to Wynne Jones and Jennie Macve that they will not be taking over the responsibility of the water wheel. 

It was decided to seek further advice on this matter, the clerk will contact One Voice Wales to see if they can advise us on the matter. The clerk was told not to reply to Pentir Pumlumon until we hear back from One Voice Wales.

The letter from Pentir Pumlumon also mentioned that they acted as facilitator in the construction of the Miners Bridge, funded largely by Cydcoed a funding body of the Forestry Commission. They are requesting a meeting between Pentir Pumlumon, NRW and the Community Council to discuss the future of the bridge. Councillors decide to wait for the information on the water wheel before they reply to this request.

Precept; The precept amount for of £2000.00 for 2017- 18 will be in the bank account by the 30th April

2017 Audit; The audit information for the 2016-17 audit has been received from Grant Thornton, the audit needs to be completed and returned by the 5th June 2017. It was decided to ask Mrs Emma Coates to carry out the internal audit on our behalf. The clerk will send a letter of engagement to Mrs Coates.
