MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 22nd JANUARY 2018 IN THE VILLAGE HALL.

Also present were PCSO John Evans and Mr Jim Ralph from NRW. Councillor Ifan Davies joined the meeting at 8:00pm.
Matters Arising.

Water Wheel.

Councillor Peter White reported that the Welsh Mining Trust of which he is a Director would like to carry out some work on the Water Wheel but need an invitation from the owners of the wheel to do so. Unfortunately at this point no one is going to give this permission as no one is claiming ownership of the wheel. Cllr White said that the Welsh Mining Trust is sending correspondence to Pentir Pumlumon.
Miners Bridge.

Mr Jim Ralph from NRW has attended the meeting to further discuss the future of the Miners Bridge. Councillor Peter White has received some drawings for the bridge construction from Ceredigion County Council sent from the Forestry Commission at the time. Mr Ralph reported that the bridge design is a standard design used by the Forestry Commission that has a 25 year expectancy. The company that designed the bridge were based in Peebles Scotland. Mr Ralph has contact details o the company and will pass these on to the clerk.
Mr Ralph also mentioned that there are grants available with NRW that are granted annually. Unfortunately these applications need to be in by December. The grant is called the Open-call Community Grant Scheme.

The chairman thanked Mr Ralph for his input, Mr Ralph then left the meeting.

Financial Report.

The Clerk presented the councillors with a Budget Plan he had prepared. The plan had been emailed to Councillors Eifion Smith, Sheena Duller and Gwyneth Davies prior to the meeting to inspect. The Budget Plan clearly showed that the precept for Ysbyty Ystwyth Community Council needs to be raised. The clerk informed the councillors that since he has been in post the precept had remained the same whilst costs have risen. 
The councillors all agreed that the precept should be raised by £1000.00 for 2018-19. 

Correspondence.

Cambrian Mountains Initiative.
The Cambrian Mountains Initiative are holding events throughout the region to meet with businesses people and communities to see discuss tourism in the area. A meeting is being held at Hafod Hotel Devils Bridge on the 6th February. The clerk will reserve a place for one councillor. 
Place Plans

A letter was received from Tregaron Town Council inviting us to a meeting on the 29th January to discuss the above project. Cllrs Eifion Smith, Gwyneth Davies and Lorraine Sanders said they would attend.
Tregaron Leisure Centre.

A letter was received to invite the chairperson of every community council to opening in the area to the opening of the leisure centre. The leisure centre is being taken over by a new group of trustees in an effort to keep the building open and accessible to the community. Cllr Eifion Smith is unable to attend, Cllr Peter White said that he could go. The opening is on Friday 9th February at 3:00pm.

Local Democracy and Boundary Commission.

A Review of Electoral Arrangements for Ceredigion, Draft Proposal document was received. In the document it mentioned that Ceredigion County Council intend to reduce the electoral wards from 40 existing wards to 33. As a result of this electoral wards will change. The original proposal from Ceredigion County Council was for Ysbyty Ystwyth to remain in the Lledrod Ward and therefore never considered commenting on the draft policy. However objections from another community council in the Lledrod Ward means that changes have been made and now the proposal is to move Ysbyty Ystwyth community council to the Melindwr Ward. Councillors are not happy with this proposal, it was decided to prepare a statement and distribute to the electors of this community explaining what has taken place. Cllr’s Eifion Smith, Peter White and Gwyneth Davies said they would meet to prepare a statement.
