MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 18TH SEPTEMBER 2014 IN THE VILLAGE HALL

Present; Cllr Christian Pateman, Sheena Duller, Eifion Smith, Brian Thomas, Ifan Jones Evans and Gwyneth Davies. Cllr Nick McNally informed the clerk that he would be late attending.

Also present was Cllr Ifan Davies. 

Minutes of the last meeting were passed as a true record by Cllr Sheena Duller and seconded by Cllr Brian Thomas.

Pontrhydygroes sewage works; Cllr Brian Thomas has declared an interest.

Cllr Ifan Davies informed us that Welsh Water is not prepared to take on the sewer plant in Pontrhydygroes in its present condition. The field surrounding the plant belongs to Mr Dyfrig Evans and Welsh Water wish to acquire the land. Mr Evans is willing to give the land to Welsh Water but wants planning permission to build two dwellings in Ysbyty Ystwyth on land adjacent to Pendre. A planning application on this land has turned been turned down in the past due to objections from nearby residents because the new houses would be overlooking the existing properties, and  a supporting letter  from the community council was also sent. 

Cllr Ifan Davies feels that there would be community gain if this agreement could take place and would be happy to support the planning application. Cllr Christian Pateman feels that the community gain would be for Pontrhydygroes and not Ysbyty Ystwyth. Cllr Gwyneth Davies suggests that the nearby residents be informed of this application, but the majority of councillors feel it better to let the application arrive and wait for the objections once again. Another suggestion is to put clauses into the application as to the siting of the new dwellings on the land and that only one plot is granted.

Another proposal was to approach Mr Evans and ask if he would be willing to donate the whole field in Pontrhydygroes to the community and also for the new sewage works. Cllr Ifan Davies will go and talk with Mr Evans.
Williams Report;

Cllr Ifan Davies asked if the community council would send a letter of support to Ceredigion County Council with regard to the Williams Report. The options in the report is to amalgamate with Pembrokeshire County Council or to stand alone. The best option is for Ceredigion to stand alone, Borth Community Council have already drafted a standard letter and Cllr Davies said he will forward it to the clerk.
Noticeboard;
The community council is still waiting for a new quote from Mr Owen Hopkins for a new notice board for Ysbyty Ystwyth. Cllr Christian Pateman will chase it up once more.
Website; 

Mr Alun Jones has agreed to help set up and host a website for the community council. Cllr Christian Pateman will invite him to uor next meeting.

Audit;

The community council audit has been returned again to the Auditors after much confusion. 

Defibrillators;

The clerk has contacted the British Heart Foundation for an update on our application for the defibrillators. We are awaiting their decision.

Planning;

A planning application for a hydro scheme at Bwlchgwallter has been approved.

Donations;

Insurance;
The insurance policy from Zurich Insurance for the coming year is £243.80

Streetlights;
An invoice for the costs of streetlights was received for £88.84. also a copy of correspondence between Ceredigion County Council’s streetlights department and Mrs Gill Ogden of Llys y Wawr Ysbyty Ystwyth. Mrs Ogden is complaining about a streetlight near her property and wants it turned off or is requesting a shield be placed around it.
Pengwaith;
A letter was received from the Enforcement officer of Ceredigion County Council. They are looking into the complaint about the erection of a poly tunnel and also a static caravan on land adjacent to Pengwaith Ysbyty Ystwyth.
