MINUTES OF THE COMUUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 25TH JUNE 2019 IN THE VILLAGE HALL
Present; Cllr’s Sheena Duller, Eifion Smith, Christian Pateman, Gwyneth Davies.

Apologies received from Cllr Peter White.

Minutes of the previous meeting were agreed to be true record, proposed by Cllr Gwyneth Davies and seconded by Cllr Christian Pateman.

Matters Arising;

Vacant Seat, the vacant seat still hasn’t been filled, a couple of names were put forward by the councillors, the clerk was asked to approach them individually to see if there was interest.

Stable Block; the clerk reported that he had sent an inquiry to the Planning Department of Ceredigion County Council to see if the new stable block on the Hendre Quarry road had received planning permission.

Financial Report

The clerk reported that the internal audit for year ending March 2019 has been carried out by Mrs Emma Hill. The Audit Form for Grant Thornton has been signed by Mrs Hill. 
The clerk discussed the audit report with the councillors and presented a spreadsheet with a breakdown of payments made and expenditure. Councillors approved the documents and signed the Audit Form.

Cllr Sheena Duller signed the Audit Document as Vice-Chairperson in Cllr Peter White’s absence.
Correspondence

Boundaries Commission: a final recommendation report document was received from the Boundaries Commission. The document showed that Ysbyty Ystwyth community would remain in the Lledrod Ward. However Ystrad Fflur Community would now join up with Tregaron. Councillors were happy that Ysbyty Ystwyth remained in the Lledrod Ward but were unsure about the outcome as Pontrhydfendigaid is our current service centre. The clerk is going to contact Cllr Ifan Davies to discuss.

Zurich Insurance; a quote was received from Zurich for the renewal of our insurance policy for £267.80. the clerk was asked to contact Zurich to see if a discount was possible for a long term commitment.

Barclays; Balance of accounts on the 24th May 2019 are as follows; Current Account, £1235.07; Savings Account, £2473.78.
A letter was received from Mrs G Davies Bwlchyblaen concerned about more fly tipping being done on the corner near Pengwaith. The council are aware of this and notices have been erected as well as a motion sensor camera. Nothing was picked up during this time. The clerk will ask for another camera to be erected for a period of time.

A letter was received from Mrs Clare Butt asking if the community council could do something about cutting back some of the overgrowth within the community.  Further to this Cllr Eifion Smith has been approached by a member of the community asking if a litter pick of the village could be arranged. The clerk mentioned that there could be an issue with a litter pick as we would be asking the public to walk on the highway, where would we stand with insurance. The clerk will make enquiries.
Complaints have been received about the overgrown hedge at Bwlchyblaen. This has been reported to the County Council.

AOB

During the European elections one of our councillors was turned away from the polling station at the Village Hall, the returning officer stating that their name wasn’t on the list and had to go to a polling station in another community to vote.The councillor has been voting at the Village Hall since they were eligible to vote.

This raised concerns about their eligibility to be a councillor in the Ysbyty Ystwyth Ward, but after making enquiries with Ceredigion’s returning officer it was found that this person could still hold the post of councillor. Ceredigion are also looking into why their name was not on the electoral list.
