Matters Arising;
There were no matters arising from the previous meeting.

Audit;

The clerk has completed the Annual Audit for 2009/10. The councillors have looked at all the figures and are agreed that they are a true record. The internal audit will be done by Mrs Amy Pateman.

Water Wheel;

There is still no news on the legal document from Pentir Pumlumon regarding the lease of the Water Wheel. Councillors are very concerned about the poor condition of the wheel already. There are already 4 missing pans on the wheel.

Correspondence;

Community meeting;
The community meeting between the Chief Executive, Chairman of the County Council and Community Councils will be held this year at Ysbyty Ystwyth again on Tuesday 19th October. Cllr Brian Thomas and Gwyneth Davies will attend with the clerk.

Questions to ask on the night; 

1, Ysbyty Ystwyth are now under the Mynach Rural Settlement area. How does this affect planning applications

2, Which school’s catchment area does this community come under. When the children that attended Ysbyty Ystwyth finish in Llanafan school there will be no school bus for new children to attend this school. Ysbyty Ystwyth children come under Bont Primary school but Pontrhydygroes is closer to Mynach and children wanting to attend Bont school from Pontrhydygroes are not eligible for a taxi. This could have a knock on effect with Tregaron school.

Community Footpaths Grant;
An invoice has been received for £987.00 from Cynon Rose for the work carried out on the community footpaths. This has been forwarded to Wendy Campion at Ceredigion County Council.

Review of Electoral Arrangements;
A draft document was received from the Local Government Boundary Commission, Cllr Brian Thomas to read and report back.

Street Lighting;
A letter was received from the County Council informing us that selected Street Lights will be turned off between the hours of midnight and five am. 

Nant y Moch Wind Farm;

A consultation report from SSE Renewables is now available to download online from the project website. They are also available from the public library in Aberystwyth.
Planning Application;
A planning application was received for Gwarfelin Pontrhydygroes, there were no objections

Military Exercise;
The community council were notified of Military exercises to be held in the area between the 9th and 16th October.

Changes to Household Waste Collections; 
A letter was received from Ceredigion County Council informing of the changes to household waste collections. There will now be a weekly collection of recyclable materials and food waste and a fortnightly refuse collection.
The new service will begin on the 15th November. Each household will receive a kitchen caddy as well as a lockable container for your food waste.

Fan Hyn Fan Draw;
This project has now come to an end but the internet connection will remain until the end of the year. There is an option for the community to keep this connection going.  We need to find out the cost of running this and how much use it will get.

Donations;
