MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 19TH SEPTEMBER 2011 IN THE VILLAGE HALL.

Minutes of the last meeting were passed as a true record by Cllr Gwyneth Davies and seconded by Cllr Charles Arch.

Matters Arrising

Public Footpaths, The cutting of the public footpaths has been completed.

Streetlights

The street light on Wesley Terrace Pontrhydygroes is on throughout the night, the clerk was asked to contact the County Council to turn off the light as no one is living in the terrace at present.

Adopt a Kiosk, The councillors have decided against adopting the kiosk in New Row.
Salt Bins, Cllr Sheena Duller and the clerk attended a Winter Maintenance Debrief Meeting with Ceredigion County Council. One of the topics was that Community Council could now purchase their own salt bins for a cost of £265.00 for a small bin and £325.00 for a large bin. Salt could also be delivered in 1 tonne bags for £93.21 or collected in 1 tonne bags for £45.85.The councillors felt that another bin could be placed between New Row and Pontrhydygroes. There is a bin above Waunlloi that doesn’t get used; the clerk was asked to contact the County Council to see if this bin could be moved.
Water Wheel, The clerc has received an insurance quote from Zurich for the water wheel. The quote was for full cover and two estimates were received. £700.00 and £1000.00. If it was just public liability cover only required the cost would be the same as it is now £225.00. The clerk was to contact Zurich once more.
Planning, a planning application for the Dam Hafod has been withdrawn.

Letters from the Public, A letter was received from Mrs Andra Jones, regarding matters with school transport. At present her daughter is attending Pontrhydfendigaid School but is not allowed school transport. According to the education department her nearest school is Mynach School Devil’s Bridge and she would be eligible for school transport. The difference in mileage is only 0.2 of a mile and it has been natural that children from this community now attend Bont School since the closure of the village school. This will be a question asked at the Consultative meeting with Ceredigion County Council.

Another letter was received from Mrs Thomas Broncwm, she was complaining about the smell that is now constantly coming from the sewage treatment works. This has been ongoing for years and it is now so bad that Mrs Thomas and her family are unable to sit outside during the summer. Again this question will be put to the Consultative meeting.

Consultative Meeting, The consultative meeting will be held on the 18th October in Ysbyty Ystwyth Village Hall at 7.00pm Cllrs Sheena Duller, Adam Lionel and Gwyneth Davies will attend.

New Councillors, A letter was received from the County Council informing us that no one had expressed an interest in becoming a community councillor and that it was up to the councillors to co-opt new members. As the two resigning councillors were from Pontrhydygroes it was felt that the new members should come from this village. Mr Christian Pateman and Mrs Andra Jones had been sounded out by the clerk and both said the would be willing to join the Community Council. The existing councillors were in agreement with this and asked the clerk to formally invite them on to the council.

Community and Village Renewal Fund, A letter was received from Ceredigion County Council bringing to our attention a new grant available to improve the look of communities. The councillors felt that it would be better for the community forum to go ahead with.

Annual Audit, The clerk presented the annual report to the councillors. It was agreed that these were a true record.
