MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 17TH MARCH 2014 IN THE VILLAGE HALL.

Present; Cllr’s Brian Thomas, Sheena Duller, Nick McNally and Christian Pateman.

Also present was Cllr Ifan Davies.

Apologies were received from Cllr’s Gwyneth Davies, Ifan Jones Evans, Eifion Smith and Andra Jones.
Minutes of the last meeting were agreed as a true record by Cllr Nick McNally and seconded by Cllr Sheena Duller.
Matters Arising;

Planning Application, Glynberws;

A site meeting was arranged before tonight’s meeting with Mr Geraint Hughes from the estates department of Ceredigion County Council after a letter was received from Mr Lansdon’s solicitors asking for our response to the request to have easement for his hydro system over the community garden land which is leased to the community council. The drawing from the solicitor showed that the proposed pipe would go through the middle of the garden, above ground. This would not be acceptable. However at the site meeting it was explained to the councillors present, Brian Thomas, Christian Pateman and Nick McNally that the pipeline would run on a metre strip of land between the stream and the boundary fence of the garden. The councillors had no objection to this proposal and told Mr Hughes to proceed and inform Mr Lansdon’s solicitor of our decision to grant easement on a 1 metre strip of land.
Defibrillator
A list of willing volunteers is being collected at y Cwtch who will be happy to do the training to use the defibrillator. Mr Glan Davies is going to attend the next meeting to discuss what needs to be done.

WMS
Cllr Sheena Duller has done a new poster to be erected when shooting is taking place on the common land at Ysbyty Ystwyth as the message on the original was felt to be too strong. This poster is more suitable and informative, but Cllr Duller has not sent a copy to Mrs Douglas of WMS yet.

Community Website
The clerk has not heard from Cllr Andra Jones about the setting up of a community website. The clerk informed the councillors that a letter has been received from Ceredigion County Council informing us that the £500.00 grant to set up a website has been extended. The clerk proposes that we contact Technoleg Taliesin to set up a website for us as other community councils have already gone with this company.
Sewage Works
Cllr Ifan Davies informed the councillors that Welsh Water have a new officer for this area and a meeting has been arranged between him and Ceredigion County Council for April 1st to discuss the sewage works at Pontrhydygroes.

Tregaron Forum

Cllr Ifan Davies told the community council that a forum is being set up to include community councils in the Tregaron area to find ways to try and keep the library and swimming pool open. A group has been set up in North Wales that has set up a wind turbine that generates money into the community. The Tregaron forum intend to look at the possibility of setting up a similar project using wind, hydro or bio-mass systems. A meeting is being held in Tregaron this coming Friday and the hope is that two councillors from each community council will attend. Unfortunately no one was free from our council to go this time.
Planning;

A planning application for change of use from a school to residential use was received for Ysbyty Ystwyth School, there were no objections.
