Matters Arising

Community Garden;

After the complaints received about the condition of the fence in the community garden a temporary fence has been put up around the perimeter. The clerk will contact Mr and Mrs Lansdon to find out when the proposed Hydro-electric system will be in place and the new fence erected.
Also an agreement needs to be drawn up between the community council and the group that want to use a section of the community garden to grow vegetables. The clerk will try to draw up an agreement before the next meeting.

Water Wheel;

The clerk showed an e-mail he had prepared to send to Pentir Pumlumon about the water wheel. Councillors felt the reply to Wynne Jones original message was not clear enough and asked the clerk to prepare another response clearly stating that the community council cannot afford the cost and risk of taking over the water wheel.

Both defibrillators have now arrived and are in place outside the Village Hall and Hafod Garage. Clerk to organise publicity.
