Matters Arising;

Vacant seat, the clerk had received a short CV from both applicants who showed interest in filling the vacant seat and forwarded them via email to the community councillors. After a brief discussion tonight the councillors decided to offer the vacant seat to Ms Lorraine Sanders. The clerk was asked to contact Ms Sanders and invite her to the next meeting in March. He was also asked to reply to Mrs Thomas, thanking her for her interest, but that she had been unsuccessful this time. Ceredigion County Council were to be notified of the new councillor.

Notice board, the notice board for Ysbyty Ystwyth still hasn’t been erected. This is now long overdue and needs to be done as soon as possible. Cllr Sheena Duller offered to get some bags of postcrete for the job.
Fly tipping, fly tipping is still going on in the lay by on the river road to Llananfan. The clerk was asked to ask Ceredigion County Council for advice on what could be done to stop this happening.

Caravan at Ty Capel Ysbyty Ystwyth, the clerk has had no response from Ceredigion County Council regarding this matter. 

PCSO John Evans reported that two motorbikes were seen using the mines above Pantglas once again. On approaching them he was told that permission had been given by the landowner to use this area, but the landowner has said no permission had been given. The situation will be monitored. No other incidents had been reported within the community.

Dog foul letter, the clerk has prepared a letter to be distributed in Ysbyty Ystwyth regarding dog fouling on the footways. He was asked to print off around 30 copies and Cllr Gary Davies offered to distribute them.

Community Garden, in the January meeting the clerc was asked to contact four local businesses asking if they would be interested in putting in a tender for replacing a section of he community garden’s perimeter fence. Cllr Christian Pateman declared an interest in this as his company was to be included. The businesses would be asked to put in a price before this meeting. The clerk has received prices from ELM Wales, Ben Harper and Quick Fence Hire, and informed the councillors that Sam Davey was waiting for prices from a supplier but would put in a quote in the next couple of days. Councillors decided that as the closing date was this meeting not to wait for Mr Davey’s price. After discussion the winning bid was Quick Fence Hire and the clerk will inform Mr Pateman that his company were chosen.
