MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 19TH SEPTEMBER 2016 IN THE VILLAGE HALL

Matters Arising;

Fly Tipping; Concerns have been raised about fly tipping at certain locations in the community. At a previous meeting councillors asked PCSO John Evans where we stood legally if CCTV cameras were put up at trouble spots. PCSO Evans reported that there are a lot of protocols to do with CCTV cameras and is going to find out more details for the next meeting.

Notice board; The community council have been granted permission from Tai Ceredigion to erect the notice board in Ysbyty Ystwyth next to the bus stop. Councillors are going to inspect the site and install the notice board which is currently being stored at Sky’s garden nursery. An invoice for £309.60 was received from Ray Burrell for the notice board.
Water Wheel; Correspondence was received from the Pentir Pumlumon Board on 23rd August. The correspondence included details of ownership of the land from Mrs Jane Lloyd Jones’s solicitor along with a support letter from Mr Stuart Morgan who has voluntarily looked after the water wheel over the last 12 months and stating that he had no issues with accessing the site. However the community council are not prepared to take over the maintenance of the water wheel and have once again asked the clerk to send another letter to Pentir asking for a meeting. The clerk was asked to contact Zurich Insurance.

Vacant Seat; Advertising material about the vacant councillor seat has been received and will be erected in public places around the village. Closing date is October 13th.

Let’s Talk Health; Hywel Dda Health Board are holding a series of workshops in communities throughout Ceredigion. Community Councils were asked to display posters about the event.

Donations; Letters were received from the following organisations:- Ceredigion Age Cymru, Theatr Felinfach, Theatr Troedyrhiw, British Heart Foundation, St John, Friends of Ceredigion Museum

Wales Rally GB; A letter was received informing the community council that the Wales Rally GB would be visiting Myherin Forest on the 28th October 2016.

Code of Conduct; A letter was received from Ceredigion County Council informing all that the Code of Conduct for members was amended in January 2016 mostly to do with declaration of interest, dispensation, and how to apply. Training will be arranged for councillors and clerks to understand the process and we will be informed in due course.
Adopt a Path Scheme; Ceredigion County Council are launching an Adopt a Path scheme where members of communities will take it upon themselves to do minor maintenance on public footpaths within their wards and report on any other issues . Training and tools will be provide to all volunteers. Community Councils were asked to display posters for expression of interest. 
Annual Audit; The Annual Audit for Ysbyty Ystwyth Community Council has been completed and there were a few issues that need to be addressed before next year’s audit. 
· The council need to obtain a letter of engagement with the external auditor, stating their independence and outline the tasks they need to undertake.
· Minutes of the meeting where the internal auditor is appointed.

· In year budget monitoring, the council have not demonstrated effective monitoring of its financial position, income and expenditure against the annual budget.

· Bank Statements for end of year should be for March 31st. the council had returned bank statements with year-end dates of 24th March for the Business Reserve account. The clerk stated that this was out of his control because the statement from the bank was received with the end of year date as 24th March 2016.
