The clerk was asked to send the letters with a proof of delivery to all the directors.

It was decided to send a letter to Pentir Pumlumon stating that the community council will not be taking over the responsibility for the Miners Bridge either.

Ceredigion Replacement Local Development Plan 2018-23; A candidate site document was received from Ceredigion County Council informing community councils how they can get involved in proposing areas to include in Ceredigion’s new development plan. Councillors asked if there was a need for new properties in this community as there are a number of houses that have been for sale for many years in the area. Also only one of the new houses in the development at Ysbyty Ystwyth have been sold. The results should be available early 2019.

Cllr Sheena Duller reported that water is again coming out of the wall of Ty Gwydr and crossing the road. Cllr Duller also reported that the standpipe/water tap near Hafod Newydd has been turned off. Many residents in Ysbyty Ystwyth who are not on a mains water supply tend to use this tap when their water source dries up. It has been highlighted more than usual this summer with the prolonged dry period. Residents have been in touch with Welsh Water but so far have had no success. Cllr Duller was going to send the details to the clerk for him to make enquiries.

Pontrhydygroes lay by; Cllr Eifion Smith reported that some soil has been tipped in the layby on the river road. This may have been done by NRW as they did mention they were going to put a bund up at this location to prevent fly tipping. The clerk to make enquiries.  Cllr Smith had also had a complaint from a member of the public saying that the poster with councillors’ information on the Village Hall notice board had not been updated.

There was also a complaint that one of the public footpaths in the area has been blocked. Again the clerk will make enquiries.
