 MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING HELD MONDAY 16TH SEPTEMBER 2013 IN THE VILLAGE HALL

Present; 
Cllr Brian Thomas, Nick McNally, Sheena Duller, Gwyneth Davies, Andra Jones Christian Pateman and Cllr Ifan Davies.

The chairman, Cllr Brian Thomas welcomed our two new community councillors, Mr Ifan Jones Evans and Mr Eifion Smith to their first meeting and commented that it was nice to see a full attendance of councillors after the summer break and for the first time in many months.

Matters Arrising;

There were no matters arising from the previous meeting.

Financial Report;
The clerk reported that that there was £2462.87 in the Business Reserve Account and £3080.32 in the Current Account.
Annual Audit

The annual audit has been returned once more for the clerk to amend show and explain the amendments to the councillors, then sign along with the chairman and return. 

Planning;

Cllr Ifan Davies has been approached by Mr Byron Jenkins asking if the community council would reconsider the application from Mr B Wilkins to change from a Dorma bungalow and now instead of a terrace of three dwellings, erect two affordable homes on the site. The councillors felt that the two existing affordables had not yet been sold and were not sure how much gain there would be from building another two. Cllr Davies would get back to Mr Jenkins.

War Memorial;

The clerk reported that the only tender received for maintenance and cleaning of the war memorial was from Tai Ceredigion at £964.80 including VAT. Some of the councillors felt that this was expensive and suggested that we ask again locally for a price. Cllr Chris Pateman said that he would approach Mr Colin Harrison for a quotation. The clerk reminded everyone that the quote from Tai Ceredigion was only valid until September.

Correspondence;

Sewage Works,

A copy of a letter sent to Ceredigion County council was received from Mrs Denise Thomas with regard to the condition of the Sewage works near Broncwm, and the constant stench coming from it. Cllr Ifan Davies said that he would contact the County council and try to arrange a site visit.
Insurance Policy;

The insurance policy quote from Zurich Insurance for 2013-14 has arrived, the premium for the year is £230.00.

Wales Rally G.B;

A letter was received from the above to inform us that the Wales Rally G.B will in this area on the 15th November using the Sweet Lamb and Myherin forests for their stages.

Public Conveniences;

A letter was received from Ceredigion County Council informing us that if there was no interest from the community council in purchasing the building then it would be put on the open market. The councillors had previously decided that the cost of maintaining the toilets were too much. However the clerk was asked to contact Ceredigion to ask them if they would now board off the path that goes around the back of the toilets because now people who are stopping there to use the toilets and finding them closed are going around the back to urinate.
Brush Cutting Grant;

An invoice for the brush cutting has been received from L&G Forestry for £720.00 inc VAT. The money for the brush cutting grant from Ceredigion County Council for £300.00 50% of the total less the VAT has been paid into our account. 
Donations;
Letters were received from Shelter Cymru and Urdd Gobaith Cymru asking for a donation.

Community Council Website;

There is a grant available from Ceredigion County Council for up to £500.00 for setting up and hosting a website. Community Councils must have a website. Cllr Andra Jones said that she had already looked into setting up a community council website. The clerk is going to make enquiries.
Any Other Business.

Cllr Sheena Duller reported that Mrs Gill Ogden from Ysbyty Ystwyth is complaining about the volume of heavy traffic that travels through the village and is requesting a 20mph speed limit or a weight limit to prevent the heavy vehicles. Councillors felt that this request would have to go to the traffic section of Ceredigion County Council but did not think it would be looked at favourably.
Telephone Mast;

Cllr Duller also reported that Mrs Amanda Williams Tyburn has been approached to erect a mobile telephone mast on her land and was asking if the community council would have any objections if she agreed. There were no objections.

Shooting Range;

Cllr Duller then reported that a gentleman called Andrew Venables is running a firing range business on common land in Ysbyty Ystwyth. Some of the targets he has erected are very close to the public footpaths and bridleways and she had pictures to show the locations. Mr Venables is using bridleways to access the range. Local farmers have grazing rights on the land and are concerned with this as some of the targets are at a distance of up to 2000metres. Already one person has been thrown off his horse because of the sound of the rifles. The councillors were horrified to learn of this venture and that this is the first they have heard of it. Apparently Mr Venables has been given permission to run this business by Lord Lisburne who has the rights on the common land. Cllr Ifan Davies said that he would contact Mr Mike Lewis estate manager for Lord Lisburne to arrange a meeting. The clerk was asked to make enquiries with the Rights of Way officer at Ceredigion County Council and also inform the police.
There was no other business; the next meeting will be held on Monday 21st October at 7.30 pm.
