In the absence of both Chairman and Vice-Chairman, Cllr Brian Thomas took the chair.

Minutes of the last meeting were passed as a true record by Cllr Gwyneth Davies and seconded by Cllr Sheena Duller.

Matters Arising;
Pontrhydygroes Sewage Works; (Cllr Brian Thomas declared an Interest)
Councillor Ifan Davies told the councillors that he had spoken to Mr Dyfrig Evans and that he has agreed in principle to donate the field adjacent to Broncwm in Pontrhydygroes for the new sewage plant, for support on his planning application for two dwellings on land opposite Pendre, Ysbyty Ystwyth. It was agreed to wait for the planning application to be submitted and await the response of the public.
Defibrillators;

The clerk has sent an e-mail to Jayne Lewis of BHF enquiring about our application for a defibrillator. The application has now been sent to the British Heart Foundation in London to process and we will be informed in 8-10 weeks.
Streetlight;
The street light outside Llys y Wawr Ysbyty Ystwyth has now had a shield fitted to deflect the light away from the property.

Correspondence;
Diversion of Footpath;

A letter and attached map was received from Mr Eifion Jones of Ceredigion County Council informing us of a proposed diversion to the following Rights of Way,

Footpaths 27/26 and 27/31 Maesybeudy. The diversions would take the existing footpaths further away from the property. There were no objections from the councillors.
Standardisation of place names;
A letter was received from Ceredigion County Council regarding a project to standardise place names in Wales. The only place name on the list from this ward was Pontrhydygroes which stays the same. Councillors asked the clerk to find out about the Ysbyty Ystwyth, as sometimes Ysbyty is spelt with a double T.
